The History Progression of skills and knowledge gives an overview of the skills and knowledge covered in each phase and strand and how these
skills are developed in order to enable pupils to reach the end of key stage outcomes outlined in the National curriculum.

Topic knowledge is covered in each of our units, helping pupils to understand the period being studied, however this knowledge is not necessarily
progressive and the need to memorise this knowledge may not extend beyond the topic in question. It has not been included in this document for
this reason. Topic knowledge (or ‘fingertip knowledge as it is referred to in the Ofsted research review series: history) does have an important role in
history learning however as it enables pupils to develop their Chronological awareness and understanding of Substantive concepts in different
contexts.
